In order to preserve the informal character of the colloquium and to stimulate presentation of innovative ideas,
no proceedings will be published. Review talks are planned with ample time scheduled for discussion. These
reviews will be followed by shorter contributions presenting the latest result. A poster session will be organised
to allow a complete discussion of the research programmes performed at GANIL in recent years. An
introductory session will allow all participants presenting a poster to introduce their work. These “mini
presentations” will be strictly limited to 3 minutes and 2 transparencies.

The workshop will be held in the resort Belambra Village "La Badine" in Giens, a seaside village close to
Toulon. The conference will provide full board and lodging to participants from September 6th (Sunday dinner)
to September 11" (Friday lunch) at a total cost (including the conference fees) of 703 Euros for a single room or
530 Euros per person in a shared two-bedroom apartment.

Participants will be welcomed in the afternoon of Sunday September 6" when bus transportation will be
organized between Toulon airport, Toulon and Hyéres train station and the village. Schedule of the bus
departure times will be indicated in the 3" circular.

The programme will open on Monday September 7" at 8:50 and will close on Friday September 11" at
noon.
